Particularly suited to cub packs, who wish to camp but want some additional wet weather cover, the Training hut is ideal for that purpose. It comprises of an activity/dining area and a fitted kitchen with a 6 ring gas oven with fridge and freezer (no crockery, utensils provided). It has a camping area within a 25m walk. Due to requests for heating we have installed a meter system for your use at a small fee. Be sure to pre-book as we use this building for our local district activities throughout the year.





Is situated off the A628 running through Silkstone, near Barnsley.  It is approximately 3km west off junction 37 of the M1. The site consists of 10 acres of camping area, adjoining 100 acres of woodland, with good views of the Pennines and the surrounding countryside. The site lends itself to providing ideal camps where all types of training and activities can be put into practice.  On site we have a toilet block with hot and cold running water, showers and access for the disabled. These are kept clean and well maintained by our volunteer on site staff. We provide a limited number of tables, chairs, and altar fires all free of charge, but need to be pre-booked prior to your arrival.


Surrounding Barnsley there is plenty to occupy the most active of people. Almost any activity can be found in the district. If not, then the activity will certainly be available some where in the County.


Barnsley also has many places of interest should you be feeling less energetic, or in need of a quiet day out.








The Lodge sleeps a total of 42 persons.


The Lodge consists of bunk rooms, large activity room, toilets, showers, kitchen and a drying room for wet clothes.  The self contained kitchen includes a gas range, double sink, fridge and freezer, crockery and utensils are provided. Both male and female toilets have hot running water and showers. The activity room also doubles as a dining room. �Available for school and training course hire mid week by arrangement, special rates available on request.

With its places of interest, Barnsley has much to offer. Cannon Hall in Cawthorne is a great place to start. It has 70 acres of Historic parkland an 18th Century country house and museum with its collection of fine furniture, paintings, glass and Moorcroft Pottery collections plus the Regimental Museum of the 13th/18th 


Royal Hussars, Wigfield Farm in Worsborough, where almost every animal imaginable is waiting to greet you and where you can discover a real working farm. Elsecar Heritage Centre is an exciting history, craft and science centre complete with its very own steam railway. We also have a large Leisure centre in the town centre where you can participate in such activities as climbing, swimming, tennis plus much more. For those wishing to go a bit further a field, activities such as walking or cycling are available in the Pennines.  Skiing at Sheffield Dry Ski slope, canoeing or sailing at Pugneys Water Park in Wakefield, or visiting the little town of Holmfirth, made famous from the television programme ‘Last of the Summer Wine’ filmed in the Holme and Colne Valleys. Also there is the Magna Centre in Rotherham .
