[image: image1.wmf]Silverwood Scout Camp Site Rules 

These rules are intended to provide a safe and enjoyable environment for all site users. Serious breaches may lead to exclusion!
Site Usage:  

· The campsite, buildings and equipment are for the benefit of all user groups and no building, area, piece of equipment will be held specifically for the use of any individual or group.

General: 
· All Group leaders / Representatives should report to the reception upon arrival on site with their Evacuation Sheets for the group and again 30 minutes before departure to request a site inspection or building handover.


· You are requested to have a work party available to allow any requests to be completed prior to departure. 


· Groups are requested to inform the camp staff if they are leaving site for off site activities, and of there time of return, during their stay. 

· All accounts should be settled prior to departure.

· Weekend access to the site is from 18:00 hrs Friday to 16:00 hrs Sunday. Please Note: Access and Departure before or after these times will incur a charge of £20.00.

· The Campsite takes no responsibility for personal items or belongings, cars or trailers on the site. 

· The use of personal radios is not permitted; dogs are permitted at the discretion of camp staff as long as they remain leashed at all times. Please Note; you are responsible for all fowling and should take action to ensure a clean environment. 

· All Campers/Building Hirers are requested to consider others and refrain from excessive noise after 23:00 hrs. 


Vehicles: 

· The Camp site speed limit is 5 Miles an hour; any crew vehicles will display hazard lights when working, moving around the site.


· All vehicles will park in the designated parking areas with the exception of crew vehicles which have their own designated area.

The Lodge:   No vehicles will park on grassed areas or paved walkways outside the lodge or block the track. Some vehicles will be allowed down on a short stay policy to unload essentials but not personal kit. 

The Training Hut: The above information applies to the Hut as well.  At all times please understand the track and turn area is available for the Emergency Services to use in an emergency. 

· All trailers will have to be manhandled on to the site as we have a policy of no vehicular access to the camping area, to protect the grass, under soil drainage and the boggy areas known only to staff. 


· No vehicles will allowed onto the camping areas or can be parked on the side of any tracks and entrance gates. 


· Parking arrangements may be implemented by camp staff at short notice, please follow any instructions given by staff.


Camping Areas:  

· Site requested will be given on a first come first served basis, if however staff feel that due to weather or other activities they have the right to alter provision at short notice. 

· No fires will be allowed unless in the Alter fires provided and located on the Alter pads or a steel sheet. Ashes are to be bagged when cold and disposed of in the skip provided. All wood stored on your site should be returned to the wood pile before departure. 

· No holes are allowed in the camp site for the use of Pioneering projects or wet pits (other provision is expected) Generators are allowed with adequate storage of flammable fuels and the safe operation, all lighting to be adequate and safe.  


· Rubbish:  is to be placed in the skip provided in the camp car park and you should ensure that all bags are removed from the outside locations by night fall to deter local animal population from scavenging and scattering rubbish. Hirer’s responsibility.

· Periodic inspections of the site will be carried out by camp staff, any requests should be followed to ensure a safe, clean and friendly environment. There will also be the handover inspection prior to departure. 

Toilet Block: 
 
· The provision of hot water is for bathing and should not be removed from the block for camp use. The block is not for the washing of camping utensils and users should ensure their own provision. 


· The block is provided with lighting throughout the night and is not to be used as a meeting place or venue for any activities other than what it was designed for. 

· Full site bookings are expected to maintain the toilet block and ensure the clean handover at the end of their hire. Our site is manned by volunteers who have other work commitments, please consider this at all times.

Woodland surrounding the site: 

· The woodland does not belong to the site, but we have open access as do the general public. We would encourage supervised activities in the woods and allow the opportunity to remove dead wood (laying on the floor not on the tree.) for the use of back woods cooking and activities, No saws or axes are permitted in the wooded areas or the removal of any living trees. 

· Any activity equipment or training aids should be returned and the area used policed for items or litter prior to your return to the site. 

· Any bashers, shelters erected in the woods should be dismantled and the area returned to its original state. 
Accidents: 

· All accidents should be reported to the camp staff, with an accident report sheet filled in prior to departure (available upon request). The site has general first aid facilities and groups are expected to make their own provision. 


· Barnsley has an Accident and Emergency unit a few miles from the campsite. (directions are available from reception or camp staff) 


Equipment:

· No equipment may be left on site prior or after your camp, except by prior arrangement. 

· All site equipment is to be returned to its collection point and stored in a reasonable condition or as instructed by the camp staff.
